Rukunegara adalah ikrar pegangan negara yang dijadikan
garis panduan dalam usaha membina negara dan bangsa
Malaysia. Ia telah diisytiharkan pada 31 Ogos 1970 oleh
Yang di-Pertuan Agong keempat. Ikrar Rukunegara
adalah seperti berikut:

Maka kami rakyat Malaysia berikrar akan menumpukan
seluruh tenaga dan usaha kami untuk mencapai cita-
cita tersebut berdasarkan atas prinsip-prinsip yang
berikut:

•Kepercayaan kepada Tuhan
•Kesetiaan kepada Raja dan Negara
•Keluhuran Perlembagaan
•Kedaulatan Undang-Undang
•Kesopanan dan Kesusilaan”

The State Manifesto/ National Principles/ Rukun Negara
are a pledge of allegiance based on a set of philosophy
and national ideology which is used as a guiding hand in
the effort to build and nurture the country and people
of Malaysia. It was announced on 31st August 1970 by
the 4th Yang di-Pertuan Agong, and read as follows:

We, as the people of Malaysia pledge our united efforts
to attain these ends guided by these principles

•Belief in God
•Loyalty to the King and Country
•Supremacy of the Constitution
•The Rule of Law
•Courtesy and Morality”

The National  Anthem, 
whose tune has a 
romantic background 
which links it to the 
exile of Sultan 
Abdullah of Perak to 
the Seychelles by the 
British, was selected 
by a special
committee headed by Malaysia's first prime minister, the late Tunku Abdul
Rahman Putra Al-Haj, who was the Federation of Malaya's Chief Minister
and Minister of Home Affairs at the time. Initially, a world-wide contest
was held for the composition of a national anthem for the Federation of
Malaya. However, none of the entries including those from distinguished
composers of international standing, were found suitable. The final
selection was made at a ceremony held at the Police Depot, Kuala Lumpur
on 5 August 1957. The National Anthem in fact is an adaptation of the
Perak State Anthem, which was selected on account of the traditional
flavour of its melody.

Rekabentuk logo ini diilhamkan dari 
Jalur Gemilang sedang berkibar. 

Jalur merah dan putih digayakan dalam 
bentuk angka lima manakala bentuk 
bulan dan bintang dijadikan angka 
kosong yang mana ia menjadikan angka 
50 yang menjadi tonggak utama logo.

Bahagian hujung angka lima 
disambungkan kepada stigma bunga raya 
yang merupakan bunga Kebangsaan. 
Pada stigma itu diletakkan lima titik 
hujung bermaksud prinsip Rukunegara

KNOW MALAYSIA

The Malaysian flag has 14 red and white striped horizontal 
striped of the same width. It begins with a red stripe on the 
top and ends with a white stripe at the bottom, the symbol 
of uniformity in a federal that consists of 13 nations – Johor, 
Kedah, Kelantan, Melaka, Negeri Sembilan, Pahang, Pulau 
Pinang, Perak, Perlis, Sabah, Sarawak, Selangor, Terengganu 
and the Federal Government.

A dark blue portion on the left which coincides with the 5th red stripe symbolizes unity
amongst the people of Malaysia. The crescent moon, visible against the dark blue signifies
the Islam religion as the official religion of the country.

The star with 14 points represents harmony and unity of 13 states and a federal
government. The colour yellow on the crescent moon and star is a royal colour of the
venerable Kings of the country, which are considered head of the religion and respective
states (excluding Sabah, Sarawak and Pulau Pinang).

The 4th Prime Minister of Malaysian, Datuk Seri Dr Mahathir Mohamad had chosen the
name ‘Jalur Gemilang’ for the Malaysian flag in conjunction with the 40th Independence
Day celebration, on the 31’st August 1997.

JALUR GEMILANG

The hibiscus (Hibiscus Rosa) is chosen as the national flower
on 28th July, 1960 by the first Prime Minister of Malaysia, the
late Tunku Abdul Rahman Putra Al-Haj. The flower is chosen
based on the distinctiveness of the red flower which
symbolized the political and economic strength and stability
as well as courage and bravery in times of adversity.

This flower, also known as the “Queen of Tropical Flowers” is
part of the Malyacea family which consists of 300 species of
plants.

NATIOANAL FLOWER-BUNGA RAYA 

The variety of hibiscus in terms of color, shape and size has been adapted as symbol of the 
various races, religions and cultures in this beloved nation.

Ketika arus kesedaran mengenai kemerdekaan kuat bergelora, Inggeris bimbang sekiranya
orang Melayu mengalihkan sokongan mereka kepada parti berhaluan kiri seperti Partai
Kebangsaan Melayu Malaya (PKMM), Kesatuan Melayu Muda (KMM), Angkatan Pemuda
Insaf (API), Angkatan Wanita Sedar (AWAS) dan Parti Komunis Malaya (PKM). Oleh itu,
apabila Parti Perikatan, UMNO dan MCA begitu kuat mendesak mengadakan pilihanraya,
Inggeris akhirnya tunduk menunaikan tuntutan dan tekanan mereka.

Pilihanraya Persekutuan pertama pada 27 Julai 1955 telah diadakan. Beberapa parti
seperti UMNO, MCA, MIC, Parti Negara, PAS, Parti Buruh telah ikut serta dalam merebut
52 buah kerusi yang dipertandingkan. Bagi menunjukkan komitmen ke arah kemerdekaan
sejagat, UMNO telah mengadakan kerjasama dengan MCA (yang ditubuhkan pada 27
Februari 1949) dan MIC (ditubuhkan pada Ogos 1946) membentuk Parti Perikatan untuk
menghadapi pilihanraya tersebut.

Hasilnya mereka berjaya menguasai 51 kerusi daripada 52 kerusi yang dipertandingkan.
Ia menjadi asas kepada persefahaman untuk memenuhi tuntutan Inggeris bahawa
kemerdekaan boleh dicapai dengan adanya kerjasama dan saling bertolak ansur antara
kaum di Tanah Melayu. Manifestasi Perikatan ialah menjanjikan kemerdekaan dalam
masa empat tahun.
